ELIGIBILITY 
Racing is open only to fully paid up members of the Sprint 15 Class Association. 
 
CONDITION OF ENTRY 
Each owner / competitor shall certify that he / she has a valid third party insurance cover for a minimum 
amount of £2,000,000.00. The Marconi Sailing Club & the Sprint 15 Association shall not be held 
responsible for any loss, damage, death or personal injury howsoever caused as a result of taking part in 
the regatta. All competitors and their families will be deemed to be temporary members of Marconi Sailing 
Club for the duration of the event. 
 
ADVERTISING CATEGORY: The regatta is designated Category C.

SCORING: The low points scoring system in Appendix A will be used. Each boat’s series score shall be the 
total of all her race scores, except that discards shall be applied as follows: 

Races Discards 

1 – 3 races completed No discard 

4 races completed 1 discard 
 
ENTRY FEE is £20: per boat (or £10 for entrants who are 18 or under on 1 Jan 2008) 
PRIZES to be announced. 
 
COMPETITOR RESPONSIBILITIES 
A boat is entirely responsible for her own safety, whether afloat or ashore, and nothing, whether in the 
Notice of Race or Sailing Instructions or anywhere else, reduces this responsibility. It is for the boat to 
decide whether she is fit to sail in the conditions in which she will find herself.  By launching or going to sea, 
the boat confirms that she is fit for those conditions and the crew is competent to sail and compete in them. 
Nothing done by the organisers can reduce the responsibility of the boat nor will it make the organisers 
responsible for any loss, damage, death or personal injury, however it may have occurred, as a result of the 
boat taking part in the racing.  The organisers encompass everyone helping to run the race and the event, 
and including the organising authority, the race committee, the race officer, rescue boats, etc. The provision 
of rescue boats does not relieve the boat of her responsibilities.
